About the Workshop

In our society “choice” is held up as a fundamental good, a human need and often, a basic right.  Having choice and making decisions are an important part of having control over our own lives. However there are times when we all need support to make better choices. For many people with disabilities choice is a particularly complex issue, compromised in part by the nature of their disability or by previous life experiences. 
In this half-day workshop we uncover strategies to support people who need assistance to make choices that are in their best interest. We also examine some of the limitations to the idea of “choice” and explore the ethical dilemma of “Who am I to impose my values?” The session finishes by proposing a framework for assisting people to have maximum control in their lives whilst remaining safe.
