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About the Workshop

Power, Authority and Right Relationship
Right Relationship is not a static place. It is a dynamic movement to be constantly negotiated. It is a dance not a position. It lives in the struggle, not the answer.

 (Kendrick, 2000; Heyward & Harrison, 1996)
Understanding our formal roles, and the rights, responsibilities and rewards that accompany these is relatively easy. What is much more complex is negotiating the relationship between these roles. In this half-day workshop we examine the power relations that exist between the server and the person being served. We explore the nature of power, how it operates and why it is a particular issue for people who are vulnerable.

This workshop will examine the personal power that is needed to be the author of one’s own life, which parts of life it is most important to have control over, and what workers can do to support people who may not be in a position to exercise their personal power to the fullest extent. 

Specific topics covered by the workshop include: 

· The nature of power and how it operates

· The importance of having high consciousness about the use of power in human services

· Exploring the notion of “empowerment” and the ways in which our personal power needs are met

· Right Relationship and conditional delegated authority as a means of negotiating roles and relationships more clearly

Who is the Workshop For?

This workshop will be highly relevant to those who stand alongside people with disabilities and their families, who are seeking to maximise the potential for community connection. It has been developed as part of the Disability Services Queensland (DSQ), Strengthening Non-Government Organisations – Workforce Development Initiative.*  The workshop is free for all non-government organisations, funded by DSQ – including workers, managers, committee members and volunteers.
