In a refreshing, dynamic and experienced way, Mark and Scott will share their own experiences related to a values based service and community change. They use a casual presentation style and compelling stories from their years of work to illustrate their message. Their passion, commonsense practicality and commitment engage and inspire audiences.
The essence of their story is the complete closure of a conventional day program and its replacement by entirely individualised community-based options. The program has been in place for fourteen years and continues to be a successful model for the delivery of services in the States and around the world.  Common Ground embraces passionate restlessness, striving for continual improvement; they will never feel that they have ‘arrived’.  Their work has shaped policy in New Hampshire and beyond, and has had a positive impact on the lives of people with disabilities. 
About the presenters

Mark and Scott were working in community services when institutions existed in New Hampshire.  They were there when New Hampshire made the bold and decisive move to close their institutions, and they are still there today, still trying to be on the leading edge of innovations that might benefit people within community life.
They are particularly interested and involved in innovative approaches and strategies for community-based individualised lifestyles and services, particularly as it relates to how people spend their days.  Both have worked in the field for over 25 years in a variety of positions, including direct support, residential and case management and they are actively serving clients and leading the Common Ground program today.
